Did you know?

FREE EARLY YEARS ENTITLEMENT

Children become eligible for the free entitlement from the beginning of the next school term on or following the date set out below:

· Children born in the period 1st January to 31st March:  1st April following the child’s third birthday

· Children born in the period 1st April to 31st August: 1st September following the child’s third birthday

· Children born in the period 1st September to 31st December: 1st January following the child’s third birthday

The free entitlement offers up to a maximum of 15 hours per week over no fewer than 38 weeks of the year.  The maximum free entitlement is for up to 570 hours per year.

Once a child reaches compulsory school age, the local authority is no longer required to fund free provision for the child, and children come under ‘schools funding’.

There is no availability or funding of free provision on any of the 5 annual staff training days at Haven, when the nursery school is closed.

The full free entitlement (15 hours) must be taken over no fewer than 3 days

per week.
The take up of free entitlement is agreed in advance and applies for a whole term (3 month) period.  Once agreed, hours cannot generally be altered during a term.
Currently, the free provision is only available during school term-time.
At Haven, the free provision takes place in our maintained nursery school, The Hive.

Parents can pay for additional daycare hours to supplement the free entitlement during school term-time, and for full daycare during school holiday periods.  Care is available from 7.45am – 6.00pm.
