FREE COURSES STARTING IN FEBRUARY AND MARCH 2012
Makaton Course – Would you like to learn how to support your child’s communication development with the use of signing?  Makaton is a recognised programme to support children’s language development and stimulate speech.  This course costs £35.00 for a manual and a Makaton Certificate which is held on Monday 20th and 27th February at 6.00-9.00pm.

Evening Time for Me Course – Would you like some time for yourself?  Then this course is for you!  It covers skincare, hand & feet care, bargain beauty treatments, how to feel confident and healthy habits.  This is a free 5 week course with no crèche facilities starting on Monday 20th February @ 6.30-8.30pm.

Chit Chat Course – Are you concerned about your child’s language development?  Is your child aged 18 months – 2½ years?  Our Chit Chat course provides support from experienced practitioners to help you and your child.  This course is free and starts on Wednesday 22nd February at 9.30am. 

Baby Signing Course – This course will help with the language development of your baby.  This is a 5 week free course starting on Thursday 23rd February at 1.30-2.30pm.

Music Makers Course – A free 5 week course for parents and their babies/child to interact together through music.  Discover how rhythm and beat can help your child’s development.  This course starts on Monday 27th February at 9.30-10.30am.
First Aid Course – This course will teach basic life support for babies and young children and includes resuscitation, burns, choking and bleeds.  This is a 12 hour course which runs for 4 weeks starting on Friday 2nd March at 1.00-4.00pm.  Free crèche available if required.

Family Numeracy Courses – Would you like to help your child with their Numeracy?  You could gain a Level 2/ equivalent of GCSE Grade C qualification.  A 15 week course with a free crèche.  We have 2 classes starting on Monday 5th March.  The times are 1.00-3.00pm or 3.15-5.15pm.

WHAT MIGHT POISON YOUR CHILD?
Every year around 26,000 children under 5 go to hospital because it is believed that they have swallowed something harmful.  Find out how putting a few simple safety measures in place can help to prevent your child being taken to hospital with suspect poisoning.

Storing Medicines – keep medicines well out of reach and out of sight of young children – this could be in a high cupboard or a cupboard fitted with a child-resistant catch, a lockable medicine cabinet or even a locked suitcase.

Household chemicals and products – look for containers with child-resistant caps – but remember that child-resistant does not mean child-proof.  This helps to prevent children swallowing the contents because it makes them taste horrible.

Remember that cigarettes, alcohol and perfume, aromatherapy oils and mouthwash can also be poisonous to children.

Storing household chemicals and products – store all household chemicals and cleaning products out of sight and in cupboards with child-resistant catches.  Keep them high up and out of reach – never store them under the sink or on the floor by the toilet.

Remember to move products out of reach if you are called away while using them, for example, if the phone rings while you are cleaning the toilet.
We will be displaying information in the main foyer and also providing some information leaflets for you to keep.
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
